RAISING AWARENESS ABOUT CHILD ABUSE
Child Abuse Prevention Month
• Our First Annual “Kids’ Fest” reached 250 families with packets of 
parenting information.
• We distributed 30,000 bookmarks to school districts throughout county
that highlighted child abuse awareness information and resources for 
families.

Peace Signs Violence Prevention Program (sponsored by Kaiser Permanente)
• We reached children, families, faculty, and staff at six elementary 
schools in Richmond, Antioch and El Sobrante.
• 1390 4th and 5th grade students participated in the “It Shouldn’t Hurt
to be Child” poster contest.
• We provided mandated reporter trainings to the faculty and staff at 
each school.
• We held parent presentations for 1360 parents and guardians.

Community Outreach
• We held 15 community/family events throughout Contra Costa County
providing parenting and resource information to families.
• We distributed 3000 packets of parenting information and resources.
• We stationed AmeriCorps outreach workers at family First 5 Family 
Resource Centers to assist families in finding resources.

TRAINING PROFESSIONALS
Accessing Resources for Families
• In a day-long workshop, 30 staff from Public Health, Prenatal Care 
Guidance, Welcome Home Baby and Early Head Start learned about 
essential services available to families and how to access those services 
on behalf of the families they serve.

Reporting Child Abuse
• We provided 40 Mandated Reporter Trainings to 1500 teachers, child 
care providers, social workers, and healthcare providers and others 
who work directly with children and their families and who are mandated
by the State of California to report suspected child abuse and neglect.

Implementing Best Practices
• Implemented training on guidelines for professionals serving children
exposed to the production of methamphetamines.

EDUCATING & SUPPORTING HEALTHY FAMILIES
Reaching New Parents
• Our Baby Bag Project distributed 9412 Baby Bags to participating 
hospitals and clinics throughout Contra Costa County. These reusable 
tote bags contain valuable information of key interest to new parents. 
2500 of these Baby Bags were produced and distributed in Spanish.
• We distributed 8946 First 5 New Parent Kits (one half in Spanish) to 
families at hospitals and clinics and 1200 more at 44 community events 
across the County.

Reaching Families At-Risk
• Newborn Connections Home Visiting Program served 50 families with
92 children ages 0-16 including 25 monolingual Spanish speaking 
mothers.
• Through our Sue Fleischner Special Needs Fund, we have provided 
emergency funds and essential provisions for 43 families with 65 children.
• Spanish-speaking parents attended our prevention workshop at the 
Bay Point First Five Center about stimulating early brain development, 
managing behavior and keeping your child safe.

Resources for Parents and Professionals
• We updated and revised our Surviving Parenthood Resource Directory
to include faith based programs in East and West County and distributed
over 10,000 in Spanish and English.

BUILDING SOLUTIONS
Collaboration for Change
• We co-sponsored a Zero Tolerance for Domestic Violence Summit to
developa coordinated system of care to serve children exposed to domestic
violence.
• We co-sponsored a faith-based symposium attended by 30 faith leaders
focused on “Building Healthy Families in the African American Community”
and alternatives to corporal punishment to manage children’s behavior.
• We co-sponsored a conference on “Exploring Family Violence through
a Multicultural Lens” attended by 200 participants.
